Mathew 24 study
People have not been taught repentance and the fear of God

Matthew ch14

V. 14 And this gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in all the world for a witness unto all
nations; and then shall the end come.

I think this is the simple rendering of the Gospel of Jesus Christ that has so been bastardized
by religion over the 2000 yrs of apostasy, will be preached to the multitudes (the Gospel of the
Finished works of Christ), the Christ Jesus that fulfilled the covenant of Daniel 9-24, and 2,44
which was sealed by HIS blood on the cross.

Matthew Ch 24
V. 15 When ye therefore shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the
prophet, stand in the holy place, (whoso readeth, let him understand:)

This probably has multiple layers; the falling away of the church and allowing the antichrist
to take over the body of Christ. The willfully giving the birth right away by announcing that
the physical Jews are the chosen people of which this progression has been slowly manifesting
since 1880 and now greatly advancing since 1947. If one has ears to hear, and eyes to read
the scriptures prophesied by Daniel with the discernment of the Holy Spirit that man will
understand they will know that the Holy Place is in Jesus Christ, following the Lamb where
HE goes. Just as they followed Moses in the wilderness and escaped Egypt. Only this is a
Spiritual following today. For Christ is in the spiritual wilderness outside of the church of
Babylon. (HER)

Revelation 14:4
These are they which were not defiled with women; for they are virgins. are they which follow
the Lamb whithersoever he goeth.

These were redeemed from among men, the seed of God being the first fruits unto God and to
the Lamb. The multitudes as they come out of the church will join with the 144,000 and once
again stand in the Holy Place on MT Sion.

Matthew ch 24
V. 16 Then let them which be in Judaea flee into the mountains:




V. 17 Let him which is on the housetop not come down to take any thing out of his house:
V. 18 Neither let him which is in the field return back to take his clothes.

Luke ch 21

V. 20 And when ye shall see Jerusalem compassed with armies, then know that the desolation
thereof is nigh.

V. 21 Then let them which are in Judaea flee to the mountains; and let them which are in the
midst of it depart out; (((and let not them that are in the countries enter thereinto))).

When you who are in Judea see the Roman armies coming in 66 AD- don't go back for
anything just flee, the remnant believers did flee to other countries and avoided the wrath that
God sent upon Jerusalem

John 11:48

If we let him thus alone, all men will believe on him: and the Romans shall come and take away
both our place and nation.

Luke 21:20

And when ye shall see Jerusalem compassed with armies, then know that the desolation thereof
is nigh

In the end of the age when we see the armies of the serpents and scorpions coming against the
church we are to flee and come out of HER. Don't go back DOWN to our old house (apostate
church) for any baggage we may think we need to bring along with us for we are to flee into
the TRUTH of Christ and hold tightly to his garment. ( V 21 do not go back to your old house
or do not look back with doubt as Lots wife did.)

Luke 9:62
And Jesus said unto him, No man, having put his hand to the plough, and looking back, is fit for
the kingdom of God.

Their will be no other way to get through this without the full amour of God. Full faith with
no doubt. As he said to Thomas who doubted; Blessed is he that believes and has not seen.

Matthew ch 24
19 And woe unto them that are with child, and to them that give suck in those days!
20 But pray ye that your flight be not in the winter, neither on the sabbath day:

LUKE ch 21
23 But woe unto them that are with child, and to them that give suck, in those days! for there
shall be great distress in the land, and wrath upon this people.
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WOE CURSE

| read this as the establishment Corp Church Institutions who are feeding suck to their
congregation or multitudes, a baby portion of false doctrine and hiding the truth of the Gospel
from the multitudes for their own gain.. The prosperity doctrine, etc. etc. etc. The distress in
the land is when God recons with his people the church.

--Matthew 25:18,
But he that had received one went and digged in the earth, and hid his lord's money
V. 19 After a long time the lord of those servants cometh, and reckoneth with them.

This may parallel with Mathews account in verse 20. The reckoning is the tribulation. There is
no rapture but rather a reckoning. Note | think the OT refers to this as numbering.

VS 20

Matthew ch 24

21 For then shall be great tribulation, such as was not since the beginning of the world to this
time, no, nor ever shall be.

22 And except those days should be shortened, there should no flesh be saved: but for the elect's
sake those days shall be shortened.

So in 70 AD there was great tribulation such as not seen before worse the Babylonian exile in
590 BC. The in the End of the age tribulation will also be the worst in the Church’s 2000 yr
history.

Lest the days be shortened no flesh shall survive. There are a lot of speculation on how God
will shorten the days, but if not there will be no one alive at is coming on that day. For the
sake of the elect, 144,000 the seed of God he will shorten the days.

Matthew ch 24

23 Then if any man shall say unto you, Lo, here is Christ, or there; believe it not.

24 For there shall arise false Christs, and false prophets, and shall shew great signs and wonders;
insomuch that, if it were possible, they shall deceive the very elect.

25 Behold, I have told you before.

26 Wherefore if they shall say unto you, Behold, he is in the desert; go not forth: behold, he is in
the secret chambers; believe it not.

Here is the 3rd warning Jesus gives about being deceived. For there will be many false
prophets and great signs of wonder. If it were possible even the very elect would be deceived
This speaks of extreme warning of severe deception- There will be deception telling you of the
secret coming of Jesus this fits in with the Rapture doctrine. There is NO secret coming.

V. 27 For as the lightning cometh out of the east, and shineth even unto the west; so shall also
the coming of the Son of man be.
V. 28 For wheresoever the carcase is, there will the eagles be gathered together.

V 28 THESE ARE THE BODIES OF THE MULTITUDES THAT ARE TAKEN --- THE
MARTYRS OF JESUS

Just as when the time that Jesus came to this earth, it was His coming and then shortly after
was the end of Physical Israel as there is always overlapping periods all throughout scripture.
In this case there was a 40 yr. overlapping period from the beginning of Christ’s ministry in
26 AD to the beginning of Gods Judgment of Israel and the tribulation in 66 AD.

The signs of His coming this time are the TRUTH being spread through the 144,000 in verse
27.

MATTHEW CH 24

V. 27 For as the lightning cometh out of the east, and shineth even unto the west; so shall also
the coming of the Son of man be.

V. 28 For wheresoever the carcase is, there will the eagles be gathered together.

V. 29 Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be darkened, and the moon
shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and the powers of the heavens shall
be shaken:

V. 30 And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes of
the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power
and great glory.

V. 31 And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they shall gather together
his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other

The signs of His coming this time are the TRUTH being spread through the 144,000. (The
coming of the son of man). Jesus tells us this in verses 27-30. V 28 are the ones TAKEN
during the tribulation. Vs 28-30 Jesus says IMMEDIATELY AFTER the tribulation

The phrase ""coming of the Son of man™, is DIFFERENT than the phrase "'Son of man
coming™.

The coming of the Son of man is the light that shineth from the east to the west in verse 27.
This is during the tribulation period. As spoken of in V 27, 37, 39.

V. 27 For as the lightning cometh out of the east, and shineth even unto the west; so shall also
the coming of the Son of man be.

Matthew 24:37 But as the days of Noe were, so shall also the coming of the Son of man be.
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Matthew 24:39 And knew not until the flood came, and took them all away; so shall also the
coming of the Son of man be.

The Son of man coming is the ARRIVAL OF CHRIST HIMSELF IN ALL OF HIS GLORY.
Such as spoken of in verse_ 28,30.

When this phrase Son of man coming is used, it is also followed by either his kingdom, or
great glory.

Matthew 16:28

Verily | say unto you, There be some standing here, which shall not taste of death, till they see
the Son of man coming in his kingdom.------------------- These are the serpents and scorpions
when Christ Himself returns.

Matthew 24:30

And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes of the
earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power and
great glory.

Mark 14:62
And Jesus said, 1 am: and ye shall see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of power, and
coming in the clouds of heaven.

Luke 21:27 And then shall they see the Son of man coming in a cloud with power and great
glory.

Smite the Sheppard

Zec 13:7 Awake, O sword, against my shepherd, and against the man that is my fellow, saith the
LORD of hosts: smite the shepherd, and the sheep shall be scattered: and I will turn mine hand
upon the little ones.

Zec 13:8 And it shall come to pass, that in all the land, saith the LORD, two parts therein shall
be cut off and die; but the third shall be left therein.

Zec 13:9 And | will bring the third part through the fire, and will refine them as silver is refined,
and will try them as gold is tried: they shall call on my name, and I will hear them: I will say, It
is my people: and they shall say, The LORD is my God.

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1Pe 4:19 Wherefore let them that suffer according to the will of God commit the keeping of
their souls to him in well doing, as unto a faithful Creator.

zal-aw-faw', zil-aw-faw'

From H2196; a glow (of wind or anger); also a famine (as consuming): - horrible, horror,
terrible.

H6178

aw-roots'

Passive participle of H6206; feared, that is, (concretely) a horrible place or chasm: - cliffs.
H7588

shaw-one'

From H7582; uproar (as of rushing); by implication destruction: - X horrible, noise, pomp,
rushing, tumult (X -uous).
